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Fake bottles of Chateau Lafite and Penfolds are appearing in increasing numbers throughout wine
shows in Mainland China. It seems there is a rule in the Chinese Wine & Spirit industry that as soon
as a brand becomes popular, and expensive, a large number of fraudulent replicas will appear on the
market. This, in tumn, eventually decreases the value of the brand at which point the forger will turm their

focus to the newest "target".

Why do all these fake wines exist? It is due, largely, to a lack of guidance in the market; with many
consumers lacking even a basic knowledge about wine. | have noticed, with great dismay, that this
is much more common in the second and third tier cities. This has led me to the conclusion that the

development of an appreciation of wine culture throughout mainland China is a huge project.

The promotion of wine culture on this scale needs a powerful and efficient network. Aussino World
Wines has this network: Over 230 retall outlets, 8000 on-trade accounts and thousands of private
customers combine to e an unrivaled resource in the promotion of wine culture. This is something not
easily replicated. We need to use this advantage, growing step by step, to become the most influential

wine publication in mainland China and continue to be a pioneer of wine education.
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On Oct. 29, Chateau Lafite Rothschild plans
to auction nearly 2,000 bottles in Hong
Kong, selling back vintages of its treasured
bottles direct to eager buyers in Asia.

That's a sizable sale, but what makes it
especially significant is that the wine is
sourced direct from Lafite's private cellar,
as the prized Bordeaux winemaker makes
a bold move to cement its place as Asia's
unofficial favorite vineyard.

An antiquated French system means
top chateaux in Bordeaux typically don't
sell directly to individual buyers, but
instead allocate to middlemen, known as
négociants, who in turn sell to merchants
around the world. But as wealthy Asian
buyers exert more influence on the global

wine market, Lafite and the other four
"first-growth" Bordeaux producers—
chateaux Margaux, Mouton Rothschild,
Latour and Haut-Brion—are looking to
market their vintages more actively to
them.

"An auction that features only one property,
in this case Lafite, certainly focuses
collectors’ attention on the chateau," says
Jamie Ritchie, auctioneer and head of the
America's wine department for Sotheby's,
which is conducting the sale.

Only a few years ago, few top European
wine producers bothered much with Asia.
But last year China passed the U.S. to
become Bordeaux's biggest export market
by volume outside Europe, and a surge

in the price of Bordeaux prices has been
attributed to the strength of Chinese
demand. This past weekend, Sotheby's
two-day wine sale in Hong Kong—which
included numerous highly sought-after
first-growth Bordeaux—realized a total of
107 million Hong Kong dollars (US$13.7
million). And for the ninth sale in a row
(covering 18 months), 100% of the lots sold.

As demand for top wines has taken off in
Asia, so have the marketing efforts of the
top producers. Last month, for instance,
Philippe Sereys de Rothschild, the owner
of Mouton, personally flew to Hong Kong
to conduct a tasting of seven of its vintages,
dating back to 1986. The event, at the
Grand Hyatt hotel, was part of "Le Grand
Day of Indulgence," an all-day wine-tasting

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event, featuring some of France's finest
bottles, that cost HK$18,000 (US$2,317) a
ticket. Latour President Frederic Engerer

will visit Asia in November.

Chateau Margaux has probably committed
the most to promoting its wines in Asia.
The vineyard this year appointed its first
Hong Kong-based brand ambassador—
Thibault Pontallier, son of its chief
winemaker. He hosts wine dinners and
tastings in the city for prized buyers.
Earlier this year, Margaux scored a coup by
helping host a first-of-its-kind charity wine
dinner atop the Great Wall of China.

Still, over the last 10 bottled vintages, Lafite
commands a 122% price premium over
the four other premier crus, and identical

vintages of Lafite get higher prices in Hong
Kong than in London, reports London
International Vintners Exchange. The
estate is also the only one of the five with a
Chinese language website.

Numerous theories explain its local appeal,
although the simplest and most universal
is that the Chinese translation "Lafei" is
relatively easy to pronounce. Sotheby's
coming Lafite sale will offer vintages that
span 139 years.

"It is a pleasure to honor this new Asian
clientele," said Baron Eric de Rothschild, whose
family has owned the vineyards of Lafite
since 1868. "When people fall in love with our
wines, we want to make sure that they have the
chance to savor them at their best."

Sotheby’s Big Wine Haul
At Sotheby’s wine auction in Hong Kong

this past weekend, the room at the Hong
Kong Convention Centre was a sea of
raised paddles as the auction house came
away with its ninth consecutive 100%-
sold wine auction in Asia in 18 months.
And apparently, Asian buyers are willing
to pay more for wine than Sotheby’s ever
considered.

Sotheby’s had expected, at best, to ring
in a total of 74 million Hong Kong dollars
(US$9.5 million) with its sale of two major
private collections. On the first day, Oct. 2
— which focused on the Marcus D. Hiles
cellar — more than 80% of the lots sold
for prices that exceeded high estimates.
Day two, Oct. 3 — the cellar from ‘A Great
American Collector Part VI’ sale — more
than 90% of the lots sold above high

estimates. The final sale results came in at
a combined total of HK$107 million, which
includes a buyer’s premium of 21%, a cushy
HK$33 million above estimates.

First growths, regardless of the vintage,
were the darlings of the auction, according
to Serena Sutcliffe, Sotheby’s head of wine
world-wide, as Asian buyers drove prices
upward. The top lot was a 12-bottle case of
Romanée Conti vintage 2005, which came
in HK$1.815 million (US$232,962).

Was Sotheby’s too conservative in its
estimates? Did it set prices lower, in
expectation of driving demand? Robert
Sleigh, Sotheby’s head of wine in Asia,
says no. “We don’t try to be intentionally
conservative, and aim to reflect the accurate
price of the market, not anticipate or drive

it,” he says, explaining that its estimates are
derived from a combination of past sale’s
data from Hong Kong, London, New York,
as well as data from their competitors,
retail and wine-futures prices. But these
days, he adds, when it comes to China —
where wine buying has become a form of
competition — it’s easy for sales to exceed
estimates.

“Keep in mind, we always lag behind the
market a bit because we have to set our
prices three months before the auction
when we issue the catalogue,” adds Mr.
Sleigh. “And even in those three months,
the wine market in Asia has grown bigger.”

Quite simply, these days, a selling price
above the high estimate is becoming the
norm, and not the exception.

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The Future of Malbec

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Back in the 13th century, Malbec was
the toast of the town. It was the grape
variety of choice for royal households,
Papal courts and the landed classes who
enjoyed quenching their thirst on the
"black" wine. The grape was planted widely
in French wine regions such as the Loire
Valley, where it was known as Cot, and
in Bordeaux, before eventually finding its
home in Cahors, in southwest France.

But over time its popularity waned, eclipsed
by varieties such as Cabernet Sauvignon,
Merlot and Syrah. By 1956, when Bordeaux
was particularly hard-hit by frosts, it was
virtually forgotten, consigned by some as a
poor-quality blending partner. In Cahors,
however, it produced a deep, tannic purple-
black wine that can be unapproachable in
youth, but with time produces wines deep
with flavors such as black cherry and ripe
fruit.

The story of Malbec doesn't end in the
southwest of France, where for the last
20 years it has been enjoying a glorious

retirement. No, retirement never suited
Malbec; having tasted the cup of fame,
albeit more than 600 years ago, it was
determined to reach those heights once
again. Opportunity came in the guise
of Argentina, where its success as a
single varietal has been nothing short
of astonishing. Not that it was easy—as
recently as 1990, the amount of Malbec
planted in Argentina had fallen from 50,000
to 10,000 hectares. Today, Malbec is one
of the most important grape varieties in
Argentina, where a number of winemakers
have managed to derive a style that is richer
and riper than those found in France.
The warm days, cool nights and the long
growing season allow the grape to ripen
more fully, producing a softer style with
notes of jam, leather and dark chocolate.

One winemaker who has been at the
forefront of Malbec's renaissance in
Argentina is Hervé Fabre. Born in
Bordeaux, Mr. Fabre was one of the first
winemakers from overseas to recognize
the potential the grape variety had in

Argentina. Chile was his first stop in South

America but he found nothing there that
he thought was truly original. In Argentina,
though, Mr. Fabre was surprised by the
quality Malbec achieved. In Bordeaux,
Malbec was mainly used to add color to the
wine, but the climate isn't warm enough
for it to ripen consistently. Foreseeing its
potential, he began buying up a number of
sites with old vines. Back then, Malbec was
being used as a blending variety, but Mr.
Fabre was sure of its potential as a single
varietal.

Interestingly, Mr. Fabre believes
that having established itself on the
international markets as a single varietal,
Malbec is now ready to carve out a niche as
a variety that can create a reputation as a
key component in producing high-quality
blends. Mr. Fabre now has plans to blend
Malbec with other grape varieties such
as Tannat and Tempranillo. If they prove
successful, who knows? Perhaps Malbec's
best days are yet to come.
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Spain

Rioja 1982

This was a seminal vintage, classified as
excelente by the Consejo Regulador. It was
to be 12 years before that accolade was
granted again, to the 1994.

My fondest memory is tasting a 1982 at
Montecillo with winemaker Maria Martinez
in 2004, from an unlabelled and uncapsuled
bottle that had moved 200 metres in its
life. At 22 years old, it showed magnificent
maturity with gentle, persistent fruit and
an endless finish. ‘The grapes ripened very
slowly, making concentrated wines (just
12.5% abv) with ripe tannins, deep black
fruit - very complex but showing a lot of
personality,” Martinez said. She compares
1982 with 1964, reckoned the greatest
vintage of the 20th century. Tondorzia,
Riojanas, Faustino and Muga still have

1982s on the market - but at a price.

Rioja 2004

There had been excelente vintages in 1994

and 1995 but this was ‘the miracle’, said
Carlos Diez, winemaker at Bodega Roda
in Haro. ‘On 1 September we decided the
summer had been so poor we wouldn’t
make wine, but sell off the grapes instead.’

It had been a difficult spring, with frosts
in highland vineyards, and a poor summer
with dull cloudy weather during August,
as well as attacks of fungal diseases in the
east. “Then,’ said Diez, ‘on 2 September, the
sun came out and we had perfect ripening
conditions. We harvested late but it was
one of our best vintages.’

The 2004 Riojas are showing not
only tremendous potential for future
development but a generous, fruit-driven
structure and superb complexity, thanks to
judicious (often French) oak-ageing. Good-
value (E£10-£15) names to look for include
Coto de Imaz, Izadi, Conde de Valdemar,
Ondarre, Biurko Gorri and LAN, but nearly
everything from 2004 offers excellent
quality.

1995

This was an excelente vintage in impressive
style: spring was warm, flowering was ideal
and, in spite of hail in mid-May, ripening
went well through to harvest.

In those days much of the Ribera del Duero
vineyard was quite young, and none more
so that at Condado de Haza, the Alejandro
Fernandez estate in Roa de Duero. I first
tasted the 1995 Alenza (his flagship) on a
visit in 2001 and it was already starting to
drink sublimely.

The 1995s were uniformly excellent across
Ribera del Duero, and the gran reservas
especially are now drinking at their peak,
showing everything this region has made
its name on: structure, fruit, elegance,
maturity and length.

The prices certainly won't be cheap, but
many will be tempted by Valduero Gran
Reserva, Fernandez's other classic Pesquera
(especially the Janus Gran Reserva), and
Valbuena and Unico from Vega Sicilia. Or,
if money is not object, the mind-blowing
Dominio de Pingus. These are all wines
which cold live for ever (well, almost).
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California

Choosing three great vintages from
California is like trying to choose from
across the whole of France. Just as the
Rhone Valley can have a splendid harvest
and Burgundy a challenging one, the same
is true for the Sonoma Coast and Santa
Maria Valley. Thus the selections are
centered on Napa Valley, and Cabernet
Sauvignon. It’s too early to say that Napa’s
2007 Cabernet vintage is a classic, though
many winemakers whisper it’s ‘something
special’. But most of them still have the
2006s to sell, so there isn’t much formal
hoopla for it just yet. Few 2007s were
available for tasting at the time of this
report, which is why it’s been excluded.

1994
This year began a remarkable run of

excellent vintages in Napa, through to ‘97.
Yet 1994 stands tall for the wines’ dense,
concentrated flavours that have held up
over time, braced by bright acidity (some
natural, some not) and mature phenolics.
The warm days/cool nights marketing guff
often heard in California was actually valid
in 1994 in Napa, as the growing-season was
warm, yet not searingly hot, and the nights
as chilly as 10°C.

The wines, on release, were vibrant, supple
and balanced. They remain so today, and
are just starting to show their floral, earthy,
mineral character. The ‘94s are drinking
fabulously now, yet have another decade of
life ahead. Look too for Napa Merlots from
1994.
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1995
Many Napa Cabs are flashy and dramatic

when young, yet lack the acidity and low
pH levels for long, graceful ageing. The
1995s shot out of the box as concentrated
and rich, yet 14 years on, remain superbly
youthful and balanced, hitting middle age
in a dignified way. Many will benefit from
another 10 years in bottle.

The year began cool and rainy, yet the rest
of the growing season was mild and long,
without the typical summer heat spikes
of 38°C or more. The long harvest period
resulted in rich flavours and deep colours,
and the retention of natural acidity in the
grapes. As Ed Sbragia, head winemaker at
Beringer Vineyards at the time, said, 1995
called for patience to let the grapes hang
until they hit phenolic maturity. Those
who waited were rewarded. Also fabulous:
Carneros, Russian River Valley and Santa
Barbara County Pinot, and Zinfandel from
just about anywhere.

~ﬂLE to this world famous
% Wine growing region
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2001

I've heard vintners call 2002 the ‘Parker
year', when Robert Parker's enthusiasm
for the vintage put many Napa producers
on the map. Yet a decade later, I find the
2001s - of which Parker was also highly
complimentary - have held up far better.

2001 was a cool year by California
standards, and spring frosts at fruit set
drastically reduced the crop. In exchange,
wineries were rewarded with intensely
flavoured, ripe grapes with mature tannins
and ideal acid levels. As a result, the Cabs
were remarkably approachable on release,
yet today are still shedding their baby
fat and showing the complex secondary
characters that make aged Cabernet
so intriguing. This is also a vintage for
Sonoma Chardonnay and Napa Syrah.

Australia

South Australia 2002

This vintage was preceded by a cool
summer, resulting in some of the finest,
slowest-ageing Clare Valley Rieslings of our
lives, and some unusually spicy elegant,
cool-climate-style Barossa Shirazes.

Peter Lehmann’s chief winemaker Andrew
Wigan rates the '02 Stonewell Shiraz the
best ever, though it's not typical - being
spicier, less chocolaty and finer-boned
than usual. The '02 Penfolds Grange is also
more subtle; more cherry, spices, plum
and kirsch than a customary choc-fruitcake
and toasty-oak blockbuster. Penfolds'
chief winemaker Peter Gago says it's in
the mould of the 1982 and 1962, both of

which were superbly elegant, balanced,
understated but age-worthy.

Clare Rieslings are outstanding: more
fragrant than usual and ageing gracefully.
Again, not typical but excitingly delicate
and perfumed, as if they came from a
cooler region. Brian Croser wrote that
the Petaluma Riesling vineyards had “the
coolest, latest and one of the driest harvests
on record’. The grapes were harvested in
late March-early April with ‘high natural
acid and highly aromatic fruit characters'.
Today the wine is still youthful and vital
with the lightly toasty, honeyed patina of
early middle age.
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1990 reds

This vintage was hailed as great from the
outset in many Australian regions. It was
notable for its even ripening weather, with
no extremes of temperature, and neither
drought nor deluge. If anything, yields
were higher than usual, but this seemed to
present no problems for top-end wines. As
often happens with feted vintages, there
was a shadow effect on 1991, which for
many wines was at least as good. But 1.990
is a great vintage. A sample I've had from
my cellar recently gives a glimpse of the

vintage's diversity:

- Brokenwood, Graveyard Hermitage
(Shiraz), Hunter Valley: earthy meaty
and leathery great complexity and depth -
Henschke, Mount Edelstone Shiraz, Eden
Valley: elegant, stylish, spicy raspberry
fruit - Yarra Yering, Dry Red Wine No.l1,
Yarra Valley: magnificent, every bit as
good as high-level Medoc. - Dalwhinnie,
Shiraz, Pyrenees: very youthful, a touch of
eucalyptus; a bold, classically Aussie Shiraz.
- Penfolds, Bin 28 Kalimna Shiraz, Barossa:
restrained, complex, roast meats, toasted
nuts; elegant structure, fine-grained palate,

leathery earthy mellow.

Also try Mount Mary's Quintet (Yarra),
Grant Burge's Meshach Shiraz (Barossa),
and both the Estate and John Riddoch
Cabernets from Wynns (Coonawarra).

Margaret River 2001
Western Australia's vintages are often out

of sync with eastern states, and while '01
was a good one in the east, it was a rip-
snorter in Margaret River. The Cabernet

Sauvignons and Cabernet blends were the

best since 1995, rivaled since only by 2007.
The '01s were marvelous to drink from the
outset, but no doubt will be long-lived, like
all great vintages. Margaret River is still a
young region by world standards but has
already proved its best Cabs can live for
more than 30 years.

Cullen Cab-Merlot, Moss Wood Cabernet,
Cape Mentelle Cabernet, Voyager Estate
Cab-Merlot, Houghton, Gladstones
Cabernet and Woodlands Kevin Cabernet
are all outstanding. Moss Wood's Keith
Mugford, famously self-critical, rated

2001 “the greatest wine yet released from
the vineyard'. He said the summer was
‘mild and drier than usual — a copybook
growing season'. Vanya Cullen wrote that
the '01 Diana Madeline was the product
of “optimal conditions for red grapes’ -
an Indian summer with warm, dry days
extending into March, especially beneficial
for the late-ripening Cabernet. Voyager
Estate ‘01 tasted recently had superb
bouquet and flavour with fine-grained
tannins on a well-structured palate:
balanced, full of energy and promising to
live another 20 years. i

Under the Australian Sun

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A native of South Australia who
lives close to both the Barossa
Valley and McLaren Vale wine re-
gions, Tara Sullivan is well used to
the big reds. She is the Sales and
Marketing Manager of Two Hands
winery.

Story of Two Hands

The "Two Hands' are Michael Twelftree and
Richard Mintz who formed the company
in 1999 with the clear objective of making
the best possible Shiraz based wines from
prized Shiraz producing regions within
Australia.

Michael Twelftree, initially from a con-

struction background, spent a number of
years exporting Australian wine to USA and
Asia. Richard Mintz, a chartered account-
ant, was formerly CEO of one of Australia's
leading cooperages in the Barossa Valley,
South Australia. With Twelftree’s contacts
and wine savvy approach and Mintz’s man-
agement skills and business acumen, the
two old friends decided to make some wine
together.

In 2000 they started with just 17 tonnes of
fruit from the McLaren Vale and Padtha-
way wine regions. From the beginning the
wines were very well received at home and
abroad with a healthy stream of reviews,
culminating in 2004 with Robert M. Parker
pronouncing Two Hands as "the finest ne-
gociant operation south of the equator".
Two Hands continues to extend its distri-
bution around the world, branching out
from the Australian domestic and United
States of America markets to now include
the export markets of the United Kingdom,
Asia, Canada, New Zealand and the Euro-
pean Union. Two Hands Wines are eagerly
awaited, the markets and consumers dem-
onstrating a thirst for top end Australian
wine, in particular Shiraz from South Aus-
tralian wine regions.

‘T am so happy that so many Chinese wine
fans love Two Hand wines so much and
I think Two Hands is not only a wine but
also a bridge of friendship that makes peo-

ple get to know each other.” Tara says.

My Favorite Wine

My father was perhaps the biggest influ-
ence in driving my initial interest in wine;
his own enthusiasm for wine was quite con-
tagious and he would often hand me a wine
to taste blind and tell him what I thought
was the varietal and region. This therefore
gave me my first introduction to wine ap-
preciation.

I don’t think Shiraz wines are too full bod-
ied, but then being from South Australia
and living close to the both the Barossa Val-
ley and McLaren Vale wine regions means
that I am well used to the style of big reds.
My favourite variety depends a lot on
the occasion; generally speaking though,
a crisp Riesling is great in the summer
months, and I love a good glass of Shiraz
with dinner. At the moment, I really like
drinking our 08 Brave Faces GSM which is

just a great all-rounder.

What Wine Is A Good Wine?

Many people say that wine is the child of
nature and human's impact should be as
little as possible, but some others say that
we have to do something - such as the
choosing of yeast or the using of fertilizer -
because this is a kind of industry.

I believe that minimal intervention is the
key. The Two Hands philosophy is to get it
right in the vineyard - to pick the grapes at
the optimum time so that less intervention

is then needed in the winery. This is why

we spend so much time in the vineyards

leading up to harvest and is a contributing
factor to the premium quality we achieve in
our bottled wines.

Some people say that the wine you like to
drink is the best wine, and others say that
the wine that shows the characteristics of
the terroir is the best.

I believe that a good wine should be reflec-
tive of the region and express the charac-
teristics of terroir, however the reality is
that if you can combine this with a wine
that people like to drink, then you have the

perfect solution.

We see a definite appreciation for premium
wines in all of the Asian markets that we
are currently dealing with. For Two Hands,
China is still a relatively new market and
so we are still learning about the culture
and values. However from my recent trip
to China, what stood out for me most was
that we need to appreciate the differences
between each of the regions within China;
being such a large country, each region
is quite unique, which makes this a more
complex market than some of the other

Asian countries. [
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Weltachs: Axle of the World

The Maurer family business was originally

found in 1920 as a wine broker. Dirk Mau-
rer's father, Mr. Albert Maurer started the
winery in 1960. The company Weltachs was
found in 1987 as a company to market bot-
tled wines. Before Weltachs, we only sold

bulk wines.

The world Weltachs means the axle of the
world in German. This is because of a local
poem with the title "Weltachs" written in our
dialect. In this poem you learn that we believe
that the Pfalz region is the axle of the world.
And we have to drink one bottle to oil the
axle. Therefore the world will continue to spin
around its axle smoothly every day.

Have a Drink of October Red
"When 1 joined our family business, I took
over the bottled wine company Weltachs
because of my education. I am a trained
wine maker and not like my father a
trained sales man." Just before taking
over Weltachs, Dirk has been working as a
wine maker for one year in the US and for
6 month in Switzerland, through which he
accumulated abundant wine making expe-
riences.

After taking over Weltachs, Dirk under-
took bold reform. The first thing he did
was changing the winery portfolio. "I am
a big believer in our dessert wines and I
believe there is a huge demand for such
wines. Therefore I changed our wine range
away from the dry and semi sweet wines to
the wonderful fruity natural sweet wines
like our ice wines. Of all of our wines I am
most impressed by the success of our Red
October red wine. This wine was especially
invented for Aussino and the Chinese mar-
ket. There was no wine like this before. It is
fresh and fruity, deep red color and with 8%
vol. fairly low in alcohol. This wine is a very
good match to many of the various Chinese

hot and spicy food."

Apart from the portfolio, Dirk also changed
the markets. While Albert Mauere was
focusing on North America and England,
Dirk turned away from those countries and
concentrated on Asia. Even in the early
1990s Dirk had strongly believed already
that the near future will be in Asia (China,
Taiwan, South Korea etc) and no more in
the "old world" like UK or US.

Wine Making like a Chef

As mentioned above, the credo of Weltachs
wine making is passion. In Dirk's opinion,
Weltachs' passion comes from Pfalz, its his-
tory and its nature. Wine making is an art.
It is very precise and takes a lot of skill and
effort. Somehow a wine maker is like a good
chef. We got the raw product (the grapes)
and before starting the vinification we must
imagine what the result should taste like.
Every vintage, every grape type, every wine
type is different. And since Weltachs offers
a lot of different wine types it is a new thrill
every time. But Chefs have one big advan-
tage. If they fail with one dish, they can
easily try a second time. For us, we get this
chance only once a year!! Regarding this

challenge, you must have a lot of passion

for wine making. Without this passion you

may also produce wines, but you can not
produce wines with a heart and soul.

The Pfalz is not only a wine growing region.
It is a feeling and a special way of life which
can not be described. It can only be expe-
rienced. "Our feeling for our wines is as
strong as for our area in which we live in. If
Pfalz is Ying, our wines should be Jang."

At the end of the interview I asked Dirk
half-jokingly, if describing Weltachs Trock-
enbeerenauslese as a beautiful lady, what
would she look like? Dirk answered with a
smile, "She would have a slim body, a sweet
smile and a crisp and challenging charac-
ter." From it, you will have a glimpse how
proud does Dirk and Weltachs feel of his
